	Students learn critical race/social justice analyses of various forms of tourism--leisure, sex, roots/heritage, dark, reality, medical, trophy, eco-green, queer, celebrity, humanitarian, and revolutionary--as intimate economies within local-global networks of race and gender power relations. Students examine case studies to identify modes of governmentality. Students analyze how tourism (pleasure) practices reproduce or disrupt racialized-gendered neoliberal subjects and collective identities. Students evaluate and debate arguments regarding the ethicality / social justice implications of tourism.

	Students who successfully complete this course will demonstrate:
1. Critical reading and critical thinking skills developed in preparation for weekly contributions to class discussion of readings; 

2. Comprehension of critical race theory and concepts, as evidenced by the ability to explain, apply, and discuss these on exams and in written assignments; 

3. Critical reasoning skills developed through identifying and examining the key issues, themes, and controversies related to tourist practices and industries and their role in systems of race, gender, and economic power relations. 

4. Intellectual independence and analytical skills developed through the examination of case studies and the articulation of reasoned, evidenced based, argument in verbal and written assignments; 

5. Team work skills through collaborative learning activities such as team presentations and weekly workshops; 

6. Skills in researching and writing at the University level.




Rationale

This course has been successfully piloted under a special topics code in 2016. It enrolled 27 students, and was particularly appealing to GESJ, political science, history, business, and English majors. We plan to make this course part of our permanent rotation of courses which focus primarily on critical race studies in the Power and Inequality Stream of our program. The course will be taught by core GESJ faculty and will not require additional faculty resources. 
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
